Stage # 3 Blind Date

RULES: IDPA Rule Book 2005 | COURSE DESIGNER: Jon Santini
CONCEALMENT GARMENT: Required

STARTING POSITION: Seated at P1, hands on table, gun in box on table and loaded to division capacity.

SCENARIO:  While on a blind date, you get set up. Several armed thugs and your date brandish firearms. You need
to take care of the situation.

STAGE PROCEDURE: At the start signal, retrieve your gun from the box and engage T1 & T2 with 2 shots to the body
and 1 to the head in tactical sequence while seated. Then engage T3-T5 with 2 shots to the body and 1 to the head in
tactical priority.

Notes:
e Reload as necessary using any IPDA reload.
e T1 & T2 Must be engaged while seated. T3-T5 may be engaged seated or standing.

SCORING: Vickers Count RELOADS: Any IDPA reloads
ROUND COUNT: 15 Minimum START-STOP: Audible and last shot
SCORED HITS: Best 2 body shots and 1 head shot on T1-T5
