CONCEALMENT GARMENT: Required

STARTING POSITION: Standing at P1, hands relaxed at sides, gun holstered and loaded to division capacity.

SCENARIO:  While out on a nightly stroll in the park, you hear screams for help. You are armed and fear you might
be next. Help the hostages and prevent yourself from becoming the next.

STAGE PROCEDURE: At the start signal, draw and engage T1-T4 in tactical priority with 2 shots each while advancing
to P2. Using cover at P2, engage T4 with at least 2 shots, then engage T5 & T6 with 2 rounds each.

o Re-load as necessary using any IDPA re-load.
e |f shots on T1-T4 have not been completed by the time the shooter reaches P2, continue engagement by slicing the

pie.
SCORING: Vickers Count RELOADS: Any IDPA reloads
ROUND COUNT: 14 Minimum START-STOP: Audible and last shot
