Pistol and Rifle

RULES: IDPA, Concealment required

STARTING POSITION: Seated in chair at P1, back against rest, arms folded
on chest, knees under table, legs extended with ankles crossed, gun loaded to
division capacity lying flat in center of table on X

SCENARIO: You are working a undercover security job at a bank.
You are in the back office taking a break. Just as you thought it was
safe to relax, 3 armed very bad guys bust into the room with a hos-
tage. Take care of them, leave your pistol and grab your rifle. More
of the armed robbers are waiting outside and took more hostages. It’s
time to take care of business while making your way to the front of
the bank

STAGE PROCEDURE: Upon the start signal remain seated at P1 and engage
T1-T3 only with 2 shots each. Safely ground your pistol, retrieve your rifle and
move to P2 at the door, open door and behind threshold and while using cover
engage T4-T6 only with 2 shots each. Pass thru or go around doorway to P3 and
engage T7-T9 only with 2 shots each through the barrel

SCORING: Vickers Count

ROUND COUNT: 6 rds pistol, 12 rds rifle minimum
TARGET DISTANCE: 3 to 10 yards

SCORED HITS: Best 2 hits on each target

SAFETY ISSUES: Ground pistol with muzzle facing the left berm. Watch rifle
muzzle when opening door and when shooting thru barrel

SPECIAL NOTES: Use either side (right or left) of doorway for cover
START-STOP: Audible & Last shot

RELOADS: Any IDPA reload while at P1, P2, or P3
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
