RULES:   IDPA Rule Book 2005 
CONCEALMENT GARMENT:  Required 

COURSE DESIGNER: Rick Miller (Wild Bill Hickok Style), Iron 
Mike Webb (Collateral) - 2008 National Championship 

STARTING POSITION: String 1 - Standing at P1, hands relaxed at sides, gun loaded to division capacity. 
   String 2 - Hands in surrender position gun loaded to division capacity. 

SCENARIO: String 1 - On Dec 22, 1867, US Deputy Marshal J.B. “Wild Bill” Hickok entered a small rural bar in 
Jefferson County, Nebraska.  While drinking at the bar, 4 men taunt him about his long hair and fancy buckskins.  Words 
lead to a shoving match, then gunplay.  When the smoke clears, Wild Bill has a bullet in his right shoulder and his 
opponents are all on the floor, each with a bullet in the head!  Only 1 survives.  After hitting the first man and taking a 
bullet in the right shoulder, Hickok dropped the three left handed! 
 
  String 2 - The infamous movie scene in Collateral inspired this COF.  Two punks steal your briefcase 
and when you confront them, they pull a gun and confront you menacingly.  Re-live this scene. 
 

SCORING: Vickers Count RELOADS: Any IDPA reloads 
ROUND COUNT: 10 Minimum START-STOP: Audible and last shot 
SCORED HITS: Best 3 shots on paper and knock down popper.  

STAGE PROCEDURE: String 1 - At the start signal, draw and engage T1 with 1 shot to the head strong hand only.  
Transition to weak hand only and engage T2 - T4 with 1 shot each to the head.  All make-up shots are weak hand only. 
 
   String 2 -  At the start signal, draw and engage T5 with 2 shots to the body from retention, turn, 
extend and engage T6 with 2 shots to the body and 1 to the head (in that order).  Turn back and engage T7 with 1 shot 
to the head. 
 
Notes: 
• Re-load as necessary using any IDPA re-load. 
• String 1 - Be careful of your muzzle and finger when transitioning from strong had to weak hand. 
• String 1 - Engage all targets with 1 shot before looking for make-up shots.  Make-up shots can only be taken weak 

handed.  Missed head shots are 5 points down and an FTN. 
• String 2 - Retention requires the your strong side elbow remain in contact with your torso. 
• String 2 - T7 simulates T5 getting back up.
