Stage #2 Tailgate Trouble

RULES: IDPA Rule Book 2005 | COURSE DESIGNER: Jon Santini
CONCEALMENT GARMENT: Required

STARTING POSITION: Standing at P1, carrying box in both hands, loaded to division capacity.

SCENARIO:  While cleaning up from an off-campus OSU tailgate party, a group of disgruntled Michigan fans
approach. Upset that their team sucks, they think they can play better “offense” and make you play “defense”. They
brandish firearms because they can’t win without help. You, being the designated driver, have not been drinking and
you thought ahead and decided to carry. Defend yourself and your friends and take out the trash.

STAGE PROCEDURE: At the start signal, draw and engage T1 -T3 with 2 shots each while moving to cover at P2.
Advance to P3 and engage T4 - T6 through the port and T7 around the wall with 2 shots each.

Notes:
o Re-load as necessary using any IDPA re-load from behind cover only.
e You my re-engage T2 & T3 from P2

SCORING: Vickers Count RELOADS: Any IDPA reloads
ROUND COUNT: 14 Minimum START-STOP: Audible and last shot
SCORED HITS: Best 2 shots each on T1 - T7 each.
