RULES: IDPA  Concealment required  
Gun loaded to Division capacity

STARTING POSITION: Hands at side, facing right berm 
SCENARIO: You are taking a short cut down a dark back street when you hear “your wallet or 
your life”. You quickly remove the threat knowing that your wallet would not stop him using 
the gun. But little do you know, the would- be robber/ killer had staged several of his lowlife 
friends in the alleys behind you. Knowing that safety should be behind you, you start to retreat, 
but encounter the scum’s that want revenge for the fallen bad guy. Watch out for the homeless 
guy that lives in the alley. Use cover to protect yourself. 
STAGE PROCEDURE: On the start signal, turn, draw and engage PP1 while using cover, 
engage T2 (swinger) and T3 with 2 shots in tactical priority. Move laterally to P2, engage T4 
and T5 with 2 shots in tactical priority. Move laterally to P3 and engage T6 with 2 shots 
SCORING: Vickers Count 
ROUND COUNT:  11 
TARGET DISTANCE:  3 to 7 yards 
SCORED HITS:  Best 2 on each target and steel down 
RELOADS: Any IDPA reloads behind cover. 
START-STOP: Audible & Last shot 
SPECIAL NOTES: Watch muzzle while retreating. Swinger starts behind no-shoot 
SAFETY ISSUES:  Take care while backing and moving laterally 
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
